Ironia, NJ—September 10, 2007—A revised rarity rating for Top 100 

Morgan dollar varieties was published in the Summer, 2007 issue of Top 100 

Insights .   According to Michael S. Fey, Ph.D. editor of Top 100 Insights, “Revised 

rarity ratings were the result of a detailed spreadsheet analyses comparing 

combined total Top 100 coins in PCGS, NGC and ANACS population reports from 

August 1996 to August, 2007.  

  A discussion of Variety Momentum (VM), a concept used to illustrate how 

quickly coins were coming into the marketplace over time, as compared to New 

Collector Interest (NCI), the increase in the number of new collectors acquiring Top 

100 coins over time was introduced to explain supply and demand. 

  The market for rare and desirable Morgan dollar varieties continues to 

grow at a record pace.  A PCGS 62 1878 7/3 TF VAM 44 “Tripled Cotton Blossoms 

and Leaves” graciously known as “The King” of Morgan dollar varieties established 

a new sales record at the Heritage Platinum Sale (#444) at the ANA Milwaukee 

Convention on August 10, 2007.  The new owner paid $20,700 for this Top 100 coin.   

There are 21 mint state specimens reported by PCGS, NGC and ANACS combined, 



with only 87 specimens known in all grades.  The “Finest Known” is only graded 

MS 63 DMPL by ANACS.     

RCI’s announced its Summer, 2007 Lightning Sale on E-Bay closes on 

September 23th, and includes several Rarity-7 Morgan dollars and a “Finest 

Known” NGC MS 64 1889 o Morgan dollar with an “Oval O” mintmark.
